Yes, this can be done on a
computer, but there is nothing quite
like holding a pencil or pen in your
hand, watching the ideas slowly or
quickly taking root on the page to
perhaps later grow into that com-
pleted work. The computer may be
an excellent way of bringing an idea
to fruition, but the act of picking up
that sketch or notebook of ideas that
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gives physicality to your thoughts is
like nothing that a digital version can
provide. LAA member, Terry McViccar,
a retired teacher, tells me that learn-
ing is best served “hands-on”.
